Suzan DelBene (Democratic Incumbent) Vulnerabilities

Suzan DelBene was first elected to Congress in 2012. She was previously an executive at Microsoft and helped to co-found drugstore.com and continued to work in the technology sector. DelBene attended Reed College and earned her MBA at the University of Washington. She rana against Dave Reichert in 2010 for the 8th district and lost but ran again successfully for the 1st district in 2012. She now serves the House Judiciary and Agriculture Committees. 

DelBene was appointed to serve on President Obama’s Export Council, the President’s advisory committee on international trade. She also serves as co-chair of the New Democrat Coalition’s 21st Century Job Skills Working Group, and co-chair of the Women's High Tech Caucus, Internet of Things Caucus, Trademark Caucus, and Aluminum Caucus.
Top Vulnerabilities 

· DelBene’s husband, former Microsoft executive Kurt DelBene was chosen to fix Healthcare.gov in the aftermath of the website’s failures
· Last cycle NRCC hit her for supposedly not paying her female staffers as much as her male staffers 

Elizabeth Scott (Republican Challenger) Vulnerabilities 

Elizabeth Scott, an educator by profession, is currently serving her second term in the Washington State House where she’s established a reputation as a Tea Party favorite as one of the chamber’s most conservative members.

Top Vulnerabilities 

· Too extreme for the district

· Only legislator to vote against bill permitting criminal prosecution of spousal rape

· Sponsored anti-abortion bill declaring that life begins at conception

· Signed petition aimed at repealing law giving gay partners the same rights as married couples

· Voted against legislation supporting the Joint Center for Aerospace Technology Innovation, a major employer in her district

· Called for teachers to carry guns on campus
